GETTING STARTED 

QColor™ 020-FS RGB Remote Controller is an enhanced hardware controller to drive low-voltage RGB 

products, such as iSignage™ 36T, iLinear™ R60T, eCove™ T30T and WP27T, oSignage™ WP6T. 

 

QColor™ 020-FS stores and plays 12 different pre-programmed color patterns. It adopts PWM (pulse 

width modulation) technology, at 315KHZ frequency; it enables you to manage the color pattern or speed 

over the remote (in standard selling package). You can also set the parameter on the controller by 

pressing button “MODE” or “SPEED”.

If you need drive more than above length, QColor™ 310-PE Signal Amplifier(s) is needed. 

 

Installation Steps 

1) Make sure power is switched off before wiring or installation. 

2) Connect RGB fixtures via signal cable onto the correct ports on the controller; make sure red wire is 

connected to “RED” port, blue wire to “BLUE” port, green wire to “GREEN” port and black (or white) wire 

to the “COM+” port. 

3) Connect power supply to the input port of the controller; make sure the positive wire is connected to 

“DC+” port and negative wire to “DC-“ port. 

4) Plug power supply into power outlet to switch on the controller. 

5) Choose the desired color pattern, and set changing speed by pressing “Mode” and “Speed” button on 

the controller. Also can be controlled by the remote within maximum 10 direct meters without any 

blocking.
